1 Sikh to 500 of the enemy. The signaler, Gurmukh Singh, sent morse code messages 
throughout. As the enemy broke in, one of the last messages from Havildar Ishar Singh 
was ‘Down to half strength, but now each man has two rifles!". In London both Houses 
of Parliament gave a rare standing ovation in honour of the 21 Sikhs. The battle has been 
cited by UNESCO as one of the five most significant events of its kind in World history. 

 

Saragarhi, a communications post (map p10) guarded by only 21 
Sikh soldiers of the 36th Sikh Regiment, was besieged by over 
10,000 Afghan tribesmen on 12 September 1897. Armed only 
with swords and guns with limited ammunition, they took 600 
lives and all 21 sacrificed their own lives in the unequal battle of

Sikhs, we don’t need to go searching for True Love because True Love can 

be found on every page (ang) of our scripture, the Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji. 
 

Shabad Hazare 

There are four beautiful love letters written by Guru Arjan Sahib Ji to his 

father, Guru Ramdas Ji. We call these letters Shabad Hazare.  

These two of the four letters have an amazingly unique story behind them. 

Guru Arjan Sahib Ji was not actually the Guru when he wrote them. On the 

contrary, he was simply Arjan Mal, the youngest son of Guru Ramdas Ji. 

These letters have a special quality to them. By the process of composing 

these letters with the profound love that these letters embody, Arjan Mal 

showed qualities that contributed to him becoming Guru Arjan Sahib Ji. 
 

In Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji under Raag Majh – Ang: 96/97… 

The first comes with the line: 

syv krI plu csw n ivCuVw … 
Serving you each moment, 

I am never separated from You, not even for an instant. 
 

The longing we feel comes from an illusion of separation. But when you 

serve someone with love, the illusion of separation disappears. You feel 

connected to them, regardless of the distance in time and space. Service, 

then, represents the ultimate expression of love. 

The second key theme comes with the line: 

pRBu AibnwsI Gr mih pwieAw] 
I have found the Indestructible Creator…  

In the home of my own heart. 
 

This line describes another aspect of true love. The Creator lives in every 

single heart. The experience of real love will recognize that. Love reflects 

your Divinity to you and never makes you feel lesser than that. Love flows 
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from soul to soul, from Divine Light to Divine Light. And when love fills you, 

you become aware of your own essential Divinity. 
 

A Poem written by the author expressing Arjan Mal’s divine love: 
 

O Father Ramdas Ji… 

My mind longs for Your Blessed Vision, 

It cried out like a thirsty songbird, 

My thirst is still not quenched, 

And I cannot find peace…my soul 

It is a sacrifice to the Beloved Saint.

In this concluding part of Divine Music (ਅਨਹਦ ਨਾਦ) we will learn what 

Divine Music is and what the seekers who get this blessing experience, with 

devotion to Gurbani Gian ‘knowledge’ and Naam Simran in order to 

experience the unstruck Melody, with blessings from Parmatma and how 

their lives change. We will explore and try to understand the wisdom from 

Gurbani about the true Gurmukhs who contemplate on Gurbani knowledge 

and Naam Simran becomes their daily routine. 
 

We can experience the Divine Melody only with our hidden Spiritual 

hearing power not with our ears made of flesh.  Gurbani Verse explaining 

this: 

Ang  783  ਅਨਿਿ ਝੁਣਕਾਰੇ ਿਿੁ ਬੀਚਾਰੇ ਸੰਿ ਗੋਸਤਟ ਤਨਿ ਿੋਵੈ ॥   

The unstruck melody resounds and resonates, and the Saints contemplate 

the essence of reality; this discourse is their daily routine. 
 

Some seekers think that listening to the humming sound when we close 

our ears is Divine Melody, which is not true. The unstruck Divine Music 

(ਅਨਹਦ ਨਾਦ) is beyond words (ਸ਼ਬਦ). In Gurbani five words (ਪੰਚ ਸ਼ਬਦ) is used 

many times but this in the spiritual realm is used to make us understand 

that it is the melody beyond Materialism (ਮਾਇਆ) present in our soul and 

the whole Universe. It is not tunes made with five instruments as some 

seekers think and believe. There are seekers who say that Divine music 

(ਅਨਹਦ ਨਾਦ) is the sound of five words (ਪੰਚ ਸ਼ਬਦ). This is how we get into 

discussions of futile results. 
 

Bhai Gurdas ji makes us simply understand that a Naam seeker practices 

his presence of mind awakening by attention on the unstruck Melody 

(ਅਨਹਦ ਨਾਦ) and does not believe in the five words or five sounds. He only 

enjoys the soul Melody and stays intoxicated in it.

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According to Gurbani the highest type of Love is silent-love, selfless-love 

and (non-material) transient-love which is present in all godly virtues. This 

is why in Gurbani we refer to Akaal Purakh (Waheguru) as Supreme-being. 

This shows us that Divine silent-love language is present in all godly virtues 

for example: (ਅਨਹਦ ਨਾਦ, ਸ਼ਬਦ-ਧੁਨ, ਨਨਰਮਲ-ਨਾਦ, ਸਹਜ-ਧੁਨ ਆਦ)I 
 

So far what we have learnt from these concepts in conclusion is that we can 

say: 
 

A. Akaal Purakh is manifest in the form of Love. 

B. Our Universe is created from One-Divine Sound (ਇਕੋ ਕਵਾਓ). 

C. This sound or Will of Parmatma has many characteristics in its 

manifestation as forms, colours, waves and strengths. 

D. The Will of Akaal Purakh can be experienced in the silent language of 

Divine Music (ਅਨਹਦ-ਰਾਗ, ਅਨਹਦ-ਸ਼ਬਦ, ਅਨਹਦ-ਧੁਨ, ਅਨਹਦ-ਨਾਦ, ਅਨਹਦ-

ਝੁਨਕਾਰ) and is present in musical waves which are spreading non-stop in 

sweet Melody. 

E. This whole Divine play is coming from the unseen Spiritual Realm. 

F. This hidden Love-Play omnipresent in the unstruck Melody is resounding 

in one sweet tune. 

G. This Divine Realm’s silent-language is called unstruck Melody. 

H. This Silent-love fills our soul with Divine Tune’s ecstasy. 

I. This Divine ecstasy is present in Gurbani verses and the Raag tunes also 

have the power to produce this ecstasy in their Melody. 

J. This is the reason why Gurbani expression is in different Raags.    

K. The real Divine experience of Shabad and Raag Melody is felt in the soul-

being with practice. 

L. When we listen with concentrated ecstasy to the unstruck Melody of 

Divine Shabad then our soul gets in tune to the Silent Language of the Love 

Realm. 
 

In conclusion to this article’s knowledge (ਗੁਰਮਨਿ ਨਗਆਨ) the Gurbani below 

in these Verses further explains the above written statements about Divine 

Music:

Ambrosial Gurbani in the heart, it becomes pleasing to the mind. 

Ang  888  ਅਨਿਿ ਬਾਜੇ ਅਚਰਜ ਤਬਸਮਾਿ ॥ The wondrous, amazing unstruck 

melody vibrates.

Those Gurmukhs who practice reciting Gurbani and with ecstasy do Naam 

Simran, they can listen to the unstruck Divine Melody in all and any sound.

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Sikhi Summer Camp 2025             Barinder Kaur 

Sikhi Summer Camp 2025 started on 28th July 

and ended on the 8th August. The organisers 

were Devindrajit Singh Grewal, Saanjh Kaur 

Wadhwa and Ikjot Singh, they were assisted by 

20 other sevadars. The first week 110 children 

aged 6 years to 14 years attended. In the 

second week there were 120 children.  

The organisers devised a comprehensive 

programme of fun filled art and craft activities, 

sports and trips to the Young V&A and Tower 

of London. Every morning began with Simran, 

followed by recitation of the Mool Mantar, Bani 

Anand Sahib, and finally Ardas. By the end of the week all the children were 

well versed in all four Sikh ways of relating to Waheguru. 

Implicit learning is acquiring knowledge without conscious awareness and 

intention. It involves learning through experience and interaction with the 

environment. The organisers were able to provide knowledge about 

Sikhism through Sakhi’s such as “Sacha Sauda” (a true bargain). The 

Children learnt that at the place where the true bargain took place, 

Gurdwara Sacha Sauda Sahib has been built. Today it is in current day 

Pakistan, in the city of Farooqabad. They made models of Gurdwaras. 

Children learnt the meaning of Miri Piri and made swords explaining the 

significance of the primary symbol of Sikhism. They were delighted to 

discover that it is a composite symbol made up of three distinct parts: a 

double edged sword (Khanda), a circle (Chakkar), and the two swords on 

either side of the Khanda. The Khanda represents the creative power of God, 

the Chakkar symbolises the eternal nature of God, and the two swords 

represent spiritual and political authority.  

All their learning was demonstrated in an exhibition on the Friday of each 

week. Parents, grand parents and guardians were able to see the exhibits 

of children’s learning and verbal presentation. 
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Other activities that children took part in were archery, sports day – where 

children walked to Heathland school to take part in a circuit of games 

consisting of football, cricket, egg and spoon races – the children also 

participated in Gatka. Younger children 6-year-olds to 10 year olds went to 

the Young V&A Museum where they took part in inter active history of toys. 

Older children went to the Tower of London to see the Crown jewels. In 

particular the Koh-I-Noor diamond – “the Mountain of Light” belonging to 

Maharajah Ranjit Singh Sher-e-Punjab.  
 

The three organisers and their assistant sevadars are excellent role models 

for our Sikh youngsters. The following comments taken from parents on 

WhatsApp are a testimony of their valuable seva.
